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The FACE program approached using the dialogic reading process as an opportunity to positively impact the development of young children by involving the parents alongside well-trained teachers in using dialogic reading strategies when reading with young children. Both teachers and parents were trained in the 4 steps of the process, parents were given opportunities everyday to read with their children, and teachers modeled this process for families. FACE programs were given books relevant to Native American culture that encouraged a variety of opportunities for parents and children to talk about the story and make connections to their lives. Emphasis is put on the importance of increasing the amount of words a child hears both spoken and in books by age three to build vocabulary essential for reading success. Children’s expressive vocabulary was tested, pre and post use of this intervention. The overall results are shown below.
